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Dear Friends, 
 
Easter Blessings to all of you!  While I’ve never been sure what people both inside and outside the church “take home” 
as the essential message of Easter for their own lives, I always hope and pray that the love of God for them feels real, 
alive, tangible and substantial to them no matter when they participate in worship or encounter someone from our 
church.  “Christ is risen!” we enthusiastically say to each other during this season.  “Christ is alive!” we say during our 
communion services each month.   
 
Christ IS alive in you and in me and in our relationships and our work when we choose to live out of that God shaped 
place in our hearts.  The place that genuinely cares what happens to another.  That place where we aren’t afraid to ex-
tend extraordinary compassion to someone else.  That place where we set aside our egos and risk serving in situations 
where we won’t be honored for our work, simply thanked.   
 
I’ve often thought that the church’s job was to make Christ’s love more alive for those around us—friends and strang-
ers alike.  What would it be like if each of us took that job seriously?  How would it be for our ministry teams if we 
asked ourselves—how are we making Christ alive in what we’re doing together?  One group that has been intentional 
about this job (and there are others in our church) has been our Caring Ministry Team led by Maybelle Henry.   For the 
last two years, this small group has taken on the huge job of extending a warm welcome to new members, making       
follow up calls to interested guests, checking in with our homebound members and those with special needs, reaching 
out to those in grief, and helping to gather resources for those going through crises.  They constantly ask themselves, 
“What’s going on with so and so because we haven’t seen them?  Guess we better check in.”  And they do.   
 
Maybelle quotes Bishop Schnase from his book, Five Practices of Fruitful Congregations, that provides the reasons for 
what the Caring Ministry team does:  “People need to know God loves them, that they are of supreme value, and that 
their life has significance.  People need to know that they are not alone, that when they face life’s difficulties, they are 
surrounded by a community of grace…”   The Caring Ministry Team envisions our church becoming  that kind of a 
grace-filled  community  where no one is afraid to welcome a stranger or to make a caring call to someone needing our 
support.    
 
There is always more work to be done, however.  And the Caring Ministry Team needs our help.  Volunteers are        
always welcome and perhaps one or more of these jobs below will spark your interest. 
 
*Card Ministry -- people who could send special greetings to homebound, in hospital, in grief 
*Helping Hands -- people who could take a meal, drive another to the doctors, spend some time visiting 
*Communion Stewards -- people who could take communion to someone every month 
*Greeters and ushers -- people who could greet the community on Sunday mornings 
*Intercessory Prayer Group -- people who could start and sustain a weekly prayer group 
*Friendly Visitors -- visit a homebound person once a month.
