  African Beef Stew Recipe  
 

Ingredients (4 - 6 servings)  

1 lbs beef, cubed  

1 large garlic clove, crushed  

Salt  

2 medium onions, chopped 

2 bell peppers, chopped  

3 zucchinis, 1 inch pieces  

3 tbsp coriander  

3 tbsp green curry  

2 cinnamon sticks (remove prior to serving)  

3 tbsp vegetable oil  

4 medium tomatoes, chopped  

1 cup chicken broth  

2 tbsp finely chopped fresh dhania (cilantro)  

Brown the onions in the oil. Add the meat and garlic and let it cook for about 5 minutes. Add 

the tomatoes and let them cook until they form a thick sauce. Add the broth, the zucchinis, 

bell peppers, the remaining spices,  cilantro and salt to taste. Mix well. Cook on low heat until 

the meat is tender, about 1 -2 hours. Serve with rice.
