Every year the church asks each of us to pledge or provide an estimate of giving for the mission and ministry 

of the church in the coming calendar year.  These pledges create the budget we will use for the coming year 

and our church does not live outside its budget.  In order to fund our programs, support our ministry to chil-

dren and youth, pay 100% our apportionments, pay our mortgage of $136.426, maintain our nine buildings 

and grounds, and hopefully hire a full time associate pastor, we need to raise $586,394. 

 

We have much to be thankful for as a congregation. Our mission, ñMaking Disciples of Jesus Christ for the 

Transformation of the Worldò is being realized, and in many ways. There are new faces in our midst, serious-

ness about personal spiritual growth, opportunities to learn and deepen our faith which have been utilized. 

Our life continues to be made richer by our children who bring to us their own gifts and spiritual wisdom. 

We continue to reach out to our community, to other areas in our nation and to other countries and we find 

new energies to consider other possibilities for service and witness. The Gospel is proclaimed, the sacra-

ments are ministered, some of us sing some of the hymns some of the time (!), and joy becomes laughter.  

 

So as a community of Godôs people we have much for which to give thanks. Each of us has many things per-

sonally about which we might also offer thanks. As each of us thinks about Godôs generosity and grace, the 

list of our thanksgivings gets longer.  One of the ways we live thankfully is to return a portion of the material 

gifts God has entrusted to our care to him for the yearly ministry and witness of his church. This letter is to 

invite you to do so, from your own gratitude.

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58th Annual Oriental Food Bazaar ð AN UPDATE 

 

March 3, 2012 

 

2012 will mark the fifty-eighth iteration of our tradition of having an oriental food bazaar.  The change from 

its modest beginnings on the church property in 1954 with the late Al Nitta as the chair, to our current venue 

at Del Oro High School cafeteria, has created a task that is stretching the limits of our energy and abilities. 

 

In the past six years, the bazaar has faced three continuing challenges.  First, is the growing difficulty to    

solicit sufficient volunteer manpower to fulfill all of the required tasks performed by the over forty commit-

tees.  Second, the cost of supplies, especially beef for the kushiyaki, has risen over 50%.  The cost to use Del 

Oro High School has risen over 40%.  Third, the making of selected types of sushi requires a skill level that 

we have not been able to adequately maintain.   

 

These factors required that your bazaar chairs begin to take some actions to remedy these challenges.  In 

consultation with the respective committee chairs and some of our leading Nisei members, the general chairs 

have received the Administrative Councilôs concurrence to proceed with the following adjustments for the 

2012 bazaar by eliminating the following food items from our menu: 
 

kushiyaki 

inari sushi 

Some selected pies (those normally made or completed at Del Oro cafeteria on the morning of the 

bazaar to make room for chow mein production) 

 

We anticipate adding an Asian cole slaw salad to the dinner line.  Be sure to sample it when we feature it as 

part of the October BBQ Rib Cook-off and Auction.   Weôre confident you will enjoy this new addition. 

 

Other future adjustments we see that will complement these 2012 modifications may possibly include a new 

labeling of the bazaar, possibly changing the venue from Del Oro High School, and further streamlining  

consistent with the new venue.   

 

We welcome your feedback and continued participation.  Please let your bazaar general chairs know of your 

ideas and comments as they move to make this a more doable and successful event: Mary Ann and Gordon 

Lam (ó12), Nancy and Ralph McNamee (ó13), Matt and Betsy Linton (ó14), and Pam and Dave Tooker (ó15).
