Dear Friends, 
 

THE PONY EXPRESS RIDES AGAIN!  YIPPEE I YO KI YEA!  Weôre roundinô up those doggies and drivinô 

óem home on the range.  The saddlebags are scheduled to leave the barn on Sunday, October 9th!  Hee haw! 

 Some of you will be gone during the Pony Express run and would like to give us your Estimate of Giving infor-

mation another way.  You can choose to bring in your card to the church or you can email us your Estimate of Giving.  

The email address is now open and Janis Hurter will be accepting estimate of giving amounts from now through       

October 1st at fumclpledge@aol.com  Remember that the email address contains the letter ñlò for Loomis and not the 

number one.  After October 1st, you will be placed on a route and the saddlebags will arrive at your home.   

 While the Finance Ministry Team is still receiving budgets from the churchôs committees and ministry teams in 

order to establish the actual goal we need to raise, we think itôs important to share some information with you that may 

help you with your pledge now.   

 The churchôs mortgage payment is roughly $136,000 per year to pay back the loan we took out to renovate the 

sanctuary in 2008.  We are currently completing year 3 of our 15 year loan.  In the past three years, weôve asked you to 

give to the general operating budget AND towards the mortgage (formerly referred to as ñThe Building Fund).  Our 

operating budget is about $510,000 for salaries, program expenses, maintenance on the buildings and grounds.  It does 

not include our mortgage payment on the sanctuary loan! Currently 2012 pledges towards the mortgage are around 

$100,000 which leaves us short.  We HAVE to pay the mortgage monthly so a shortfall in this area means taking the 

money out of the general operating budget.   

 This year our apportionments or our churchôs share of denominational support will be about $20,000 less than in 

previous years due to the restructuring of our Conference.  Our share will be approximately $77,000.  Look to             

receive a booklet, ñWhy We Apportionò in worship on September 25th to explain more.  This year we will reach 100% 

of our apportionments goal.  We want to continue this trend into the next year. 

 Finally, it is important to realize that our mortgage obligation and our apportionment commitment affect our 

ability to hire new staff.  You have met and/or read about our hiring an interim part time (32hours per week) Director 

of Christian Education until next June.  Becca Cramer is on board and already at work in childrenôs ministries and 

youth work.  Beccaôs job solely deals with these two areas in our churchôs ministry.  She is not working as an associate 

pastor who would have preaching, worship, visitation, and ministry team responsibilities.   

 The question is do we think we need a fulltime associate pastor next June when Beccaôs contract ends?  If we do, 

then we will have to raise even more funds for the coming year to cover the salary, housing, health insurance, and          

pension for that position.  The Staff Parish Relations Committee estimates that cost to be around $85,000 but is re-

searching this with the District Superintendent. 

 The second question is will we step up and increase our pledges in order to be able to hire an associate pastor?  

Do we have the will to do this at this time?  I hope so. 

 We are a generous church.  We are a caring church who looks after each other.  We are a church that loves our 

children and youth and long to see them thrive.  We are a church that reaches out to young families and we are watch-

ing their numbers continue to climb.  We are also an aging church whose members have health problems and fixed in-

comes.   

 I ask you to do three things before you fill out your Estimate of Giving card.  1.  Get yourself as informed about 

our financial situation as you can.  Ask Finance Team members your questions.  Listen to the presentations in worship 

this month.  Read the Scroll articles for more information.  2.  Reflect on your familyôs ability to take the next step to 

pledge more.  Some families and individuals are able to do more.  Others cannot for a whole host of reasons.  Weôre 

not asking for equal giving.  Weôre asking for equal sacrifice on everyoneôs part.  3.  Pray!  Ask God for the wisdom to 

use your gifts wisely and responsibly. 

 The Pony Express is coming!  Can we count on you to respond generously?

The church will be giving out Bibles to all first graders, 

and older students who haven't yet received a Bible 

from the church, on Sunday, September 11th, during 

both worship services.  
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Sunday Morning 9:00 am Adult Bible Study Resumes! 

 
The Sunday Morning 9:00 am Adult Bible Study will resume on September 18, 2011 in the "Hope" Room of Issei 

Chapel.  Participation in prior Bible Study classes is NOT required but there are daily Bible readings to facilitate               

discussions with your fellow faith travelers about what some of the messages of the Bible says to each of us.  This 

fall's class will review the Old Testament from Job to Song of Solomon with an extended look in the Book of Psalms.  

Here is a very brief synopsis of our study focus: 

 

¦ Job - This book has been called "the most profound literary work of the entire Old Testament." The over-riding 

and oft-asked question manifestly revealed in the book of Job is, "Why do the righteous suffer?" 

 

¦ Psalms - Human emotions rise to peaks of joy and descend into valleys of despair. In the Psalms, the promise of 

the reign of God meets the historical experience of God's people. Faith in God collides with human experiences of 

pain and suffering, enslavement, oppression, and exile. God's people struggle to make sense of who God is and 

who they are, and in so doing there is a collection of moving testimonies of grace, glory, sorrow, and beauty un-

matched in sacred literature. 

 

¦ Proverbs ï Consisting of ñ wise and weighty sentencesò that focus on regulating the morals of humankind, wisdom 

is held up as something worth effort to attain and the reader is told that it starts with the person of God: "The fear 

of Yahweh is the beginning of wisdom." 

 

¦ Ecclesiastes - Called the Sphinx of Christian literature or the white elephant of the Canon of Scripture, Ecclesias-

tes is an enigma for Bible students, a book that by its very nature is a mystery. The main question asked in this 

book is: What is life all about? 

 

¦ Song of Solomon - A small poetic book tucked away in the Old Testament, this book is frequently passed by and 

overlooked. Those who delve into this book often find meaningful insights into love, into relationships, into the 

Lord - and above all into his or her own person. 

 

The study material will take about 25 weeks to cover not including any breaks for holidays, etc.  While individual 

schedules will likely make it impossible for everyone to attend all the sessions you are asked to make a commitment to 

this effort.

We will be chartering a chapter of The John Wesley Society in our church in November.  Its purpose is to recognize 

those who have included a planned gift to the church in their will or estate plan.  Based on the idea that twelve people 

founded our faith, we have set that number as our minimum  goal.  Bryan Daniel has already spoken to some of you 

individually and received several positive responses. 

 

Next month, Bryan will be speaking to you briefly and asking you to respond to a brief survey regarding your actions 

or intended actions in that direction.  The Endowment Committee also believes that this is a movement that should be 

led from the front.  To that end, the Endowment Committee, the Administrative Council, and our minister have already 

responded to the survey. 

 

It will be important to personally ask that everyone respond to the survey.  The survey will help identify these groups 

of congregants: 

 

Those who have already taken action and wish to be a charter JWS member. 

Those who intend to do so (hopefully by November). 

Those who wish for more information before making a decision. 

Those who wish to contribute but wish to remain anonymous.  (The names of those wishing to do so will be 

held confidentially by the Endowment Committee Chair and the Senior Pastor) 

Those who have considered the idea but wish to decline at this time. 

 

Some people will think that a planned gift to the church needs to be a very large number. Please be assured this is not 

the case.  The amount of your gift is a concern only to you and God.  We do, however, like to believe that anyone           

participating in this program will want to be as generous as possible within their personal means and priorities.  Here 

are two ideas one might consider.  The first is to make the planned gift equivalent to some number of years of your           

annual pledge.  A second idea is to make your planned gift equivalent to twenty times your annual pledge.   Invested at 

our planned rate of return (>5%), your planned gift would provide the church with an enduring benefit equal to your 

pledge forever.  You will have left an unending benefit and presence in your church.
